Your contribution should include a short digest of the article and relevant information about yourself, (between 10 and 50 words) giving those biographical details which you would like to appear at the beginning of the article. On a separate page – and not for publication – you should also include your contact information: full postal address, telephone number and email address.  
Refereed section

The Journal for Drama in Education contains a refereed section. All articles that have been refereed will be indicated underneath the title on the contents page and within The Journal where the article appears.

If the articles are for the refereed section they should be clearly marked as such in the submission, and should be presented using the Harvard system of referencing. Footnotes should appear as endnotes at the end of each article.
